State gets $145M for rail projects

OLYMPIA — The Washington State Department of Transportation said $145 million in high-speed-rail funding originally intended for Ohio and Wisconsin will come to Washington instead. 

Washington was initially awarded the funds late last year when federal officials redirected money returned by governors in those states. 

Project teams can now start work on improving Amtrak Cascades service in Washington, WSDOT said. 

WSDOT said this brings Washington state's total to approximately $735 million in American Reinvestment and Recovery Act (ARRA) high-speed-rail funding. WSDOT is also seeking $120 million returned by Florida. 
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
